The elevation of the lowest floor must be at least as high as the Base Flood Elevation (BFE).  The higher the elevation of the lowest floor and the further back the structure is from the flooding source, the lower the chances are of flooding damage, and the cheaper the flood insurance will be.  All parts of the structure located at or below the BFE must be constructed of flood resistant materials as listed in FEMA Technical Bulletin: 2-93.  This means that if your first floor is at BFE it must be constructed of marine grade plywood or equivalent.  Ductwork and other utilities must either be located above BFE or designed so that floodwater cannot enter.  Non-residential structures that are not elevated can be flood proofed to one foot above BFE as per FEMA Technical Bulletin: 3-93.  

If construction is located in a floodplain, an Elevation Certificate will be required with this permit.  A flood proofing certificate is required for non-elevated, non-residential construction.

If a stream is going to be affected in any way:  including building a bridge over it, altering its flow, or installing a culvert, permits or a statement that a permit is not required for the proposed activity will be required from the Army Corps of Engineers and the WV Division of Natural Resources, Public Lands Corporation.  The State Soil Conservation Commission will assist applicants with permits, as well as with other development related issues.  

Whenever digging is going to occur, Miss Utility of West Virginia (MUWV) must be contacted 48 hours to ten days before the digging starts.
